There was an interesting article in THE LUTHERAN this
past month. | know that very few of you receive this
periodical, so | thought | would share with you the basic
points. It was written by Jeffery D. Louden and is titled,
“Packing for Your Faith Expedition”. What | want to share
was in a textbox and was called “Ecclesiastical behavior”
rules for a congregation.

Some of this is familiar and common sense — a virtue that is often lacking in church
work — some is innovating and exciting.

Read each bullet point and than reflect for a few minutes before reading on. A year or
s0 ago we participated in a program called Natural Church Development. It
encouraged us to think about our weak spots arguing that no organization can grow
greater than its weakest point. Well, NCD was here today and gone tomorrow. The first
bullet point has been around for a long time. How is your Ecclesiastical behavior?

* Focus on strengths, and you'll grow stronger. Focus on weaknesses and you
grow weaker. In other words, build one
another up.

* Gospel, not gossip. The best way to
communicate is directly and by using 0"
statements. Communication through a third =%
party tears down. No whispering, no secrets|
or secret meetings. When conflict comes,
meet it head on. Check in and when it's
over, debrief.

* Remember that people's lives are often hard, that they are often fighting
great unseen battles. Therefore, be gentle and judge not.
