Knowing that God’s love manifested in Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever is to have received one of the greatest 
treasures of all times. It is to know that God is always with us and that God’s love for us is sure and certain. The Good News of God’s abiding 
presence guides through all manner of hardships, troubles, and assaults. Yet, even when we are firmly grounded in the Lord – when we trust 
with all our being – the attacks of the “devil” are real and far too often effective. 

One attack that is extremely difficult to stand up against is the notion that concepts, teachings, and practices related to God can never and will 
never change. We joke about this tactic of the “devil” when we refuse to change in the Church, quoting the seven eternal words: “We haven’t 
done it that way before.” 

We come to hold fast to that which quickly passes away and when change comes – and it always does – our faith is shaken and we lose heart. 
The reality of the life of the Christian is very different from the fantasy that everything at Church should never change and always be the same. 

The Church should be at the forefront of change, though usually it is a reactive organization rather than a revolutionary force to transform the 
world. Holding on to what has been, society leaves the Church behind. Empowered with a message that can and should transfigure the world, 
the Church hangs on hoping the past will someday become the future. 

Here are some examples for what I mean. Take communication in the Church. We are generally late comers to new ideas. We argue about 
multimedia, but even the multimedia we propose is already out-of-date. Whether it’s social networking, computers, smart phones, WI-FI, or 
texting, the Church is dragged along kicking and fighting all the way. The Church shouldn’t be resisting these forms of communication, but rather 
embracing them, promoting them, and using them to share the Good News of a God whose love never changes. Another example might be how 
we receive offerings for the work that we do. We still depend on cash or checks as every other “business” moves to check cards, debit cards, 
electronic transfer, etc. Look at your wallet or purse – depending on your age the amount of money in it may vary greatly. I know I have argued 
against “electronic offerings”, but that was yesterday and this is today and things and people have changed the way they use money. One final 
example I would share in this brief essay and that is how people learn today. Sunday Church School, as it was when I was a child and even in 
my early years of ministry has changed. Families have changed. The way we learn has changed and yet we hang on hoping that families will get 
up early on a Sunday morning and bring their kids to church. The message of Sunday School doesn’t change – it is about God’s love, 
forgiveness, and acceptance in Jesus Christ – but when, where and how we teach needs to be re-examined. For some folks the tradition pattern 
still works, but for the greater majority something must be done differently. 

As I look as these three examples I seek to look for different and innovative ways to approach our mission and ministry. Doing the same things 
and expecting different results is wrong. We need to be freed from the bondage of “how things have been” and liberated in Christ Jesus to a 
new, and I dare say, glorious day. I believe that the message of Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever, but how we share 
that message, live that message, engage the world in the transforming love of God is forever changing. Let go of yesterday and take hold of 
tomorrow.

The ring is assigned to our closest 
group of friends and every time it rings I look at him at say, “You're 
people are calling.” I don't think he finds it funny anymore, but I do. 
Little things amuse me.  
 The last few weeks, I feel like I've been running non-stop. 
VBS has begun rolling for this summer and I'm on team for the 
upcoming Women's Via de Cristo weekend. I sing in the choir and 
taught Kids of the Kingdom recently when She Shawn was sick. I 
helped set up a VBS and then a VDC luncheon. With all of that, I 
barely got to listen to the sermon for a few Sundays. But my children 
did. They sat in the overflow with our people. 
 On Superbowl Sunday, my husband missed Sunday 
worship because he was doing his monthly training with the Army.
