Change … 

Just mention the word, “CHANGE” and people think 
you’re running for political office. 

Talk about changing worship or something like that and 
the hair on the back of the neck stands up – a lot of 
people don’t like change. 

Change means losing something you’re familiar with – 
even if you don’t exactly like it – and taking on 
something new and unknown. Change – even good 

change – involves a sense of grief. 

And while change is inevitable, the general consensus is to avoid change – especially 
change that appears to be change for the sake of change. 

I suspect that change in the Faith Community is one of the most difficult changes we 
encounter. My mother stopped going to Church when the word “Christian” was 
replaced with “catholic” in the Creeds. We argued and discussed and argued over and 
over again about the meaning of the word “catholic” with a lower-case “c”, but without 
resolution. I know faithful people who are offended when we “make the sign of the 
cross” or when real ashes are used on Ash Wednesday. 

Many believe that their Faith Community should be a stable and safe place – an 
anchor in a constantly changing world – but the very message of the Gospel of our 
Lord Jesus Christ is a message about change. It begins with a call to “repentance” and 
repentance means changing direction in one’s life. The Gospel calls us to leave behind 
that which separates us from God and to take up a cross and follow Jesus. 

Maybe that’s why we are often suspicious of the person who, upon encountering the 
Lord, seems to be different. Maybe it’s the fear of being changed that is the greatest 
impediment to making a commitment to the Lord. We want to follow as long as things 
don’t change. 

The Message of the Easter Gospel changes everything. God is victorious over all that 
would separate us from God’s love. The resurrection is not just a story about a missing 
body – it is a re-creation story – an amazing new beginning. The passion of Holy Week 
reminds us of the world we live in every day– people who let us down or betray our 
trust, expectations that are not met, dreams that are dashed upon reality. From the 
entrance into Jerusalem with the cheering crowds and the waving of palm branches – 
actions that were reserved for a king and/or mighty warrior – to the bellowing of the 
angry masses for his death and finally to the mocking as he carried his cross to 
Calvary – we are shown just how broken and perverted God’s good creation has fallen. 
Those who remained at the cross until the end left in complete despair – nothing had 
changed – humankind was humankind’s worst enemy.

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St. John Re-Roof to begin March 30 
(Good-bye Tarps) 

Fortunately the insurance company decided to pay for a complete  replacement of the shingled roof for St 
John ($57,300.00) due to wind damage suffered during the recent storms. 
By choosing to replace the entire roof, this gave the church the opportunity to choose a better grade of 
shingle. One rated for 110 mph winds instead of the standard 60 mph rated shingle. We also get a 5 year 
workmanship warranty in addition to the Owen Corning 30 year warranty on the shingles themselves. 
The Congregation Council met on Tuesday, March 24th and approved a motion by the property committee 
to have the church re-roofed with the better grade shingles and to have the selected roofer repair the flat 
concrete roof over the front doors of the church. 
Between the insurance deductible, the upgraded shingle cost, and the additional roofing work, this leaves 
the church in need of $8,500.00 to cover the increased costs. The Congregation Council proposes that we 
raise this money through special gifts from the congregation. Every member is encouraged to make a 
contribution to the Capital Maintenance and Improvement Fund designated on your weekly offering 
envelope. It is the opinion of the Congregation Council that we need to raise “new” money for this project 
and not withdraw any funds from our endowment funds, at this time, as the global economic downturn as 
reduced our endowment funds significantly. Every gift – large or small – will help us fund this project. 
 

This Sunday March 29th after the 8:15 and 11:00 services, property chairman Bill Mattingly and council 
president Don Fugate will hold a presentation on the roof project for the congregation in Diehl Hall after 
each service.  This presentation will focus on discussing the schedule of work, new roof color, impact 
on facilities construction will have, and to address any concerns of the congregation.
