Grief is a powerful force. In the wake of losing someone
or something, an individual's life can be turned upside
down. Grief is a multi-faceted response to loss. It
includes emotional numbness, disbelief, separation,
anxiety, despair, sadness, and loneliness. While the
conventional focus is on the emotional response to loss,
grief also has physical, cognitive, behavioral, social, and
philosophical dimensions.

Burdened with grief, the disciples did not immediately
believe Mary when she told them that she had seen the
Lord. Mary, blinded by grief, did not recognize the Lord when he stood before her in
the Garden. Likewise the two disciples on the road to Emmaus thought him a stranger
as he walked with them toward their destination. Thomas is marked for eternity as
“Doubting” because in his grief he needed to see Jesus and to touch Christ's hands
and side to believe. The author of the Gospel of John writes that those who have not
seen and believed are surely blessed — a reference to Christians like you and me.

Grief is all around us and greets us at every turn. | know that a number of our sisters
and brothers are grieving over the resignation of our Choir Director. They ask, “What
went wrong?” “Who fault is this?” and “What is the future going to bring?” It isn't easy to
begin anew and | remember how Melanie struggled with the choir as she tried to guide
them in a new direction after the long tenure of Dr. Waa.

| too was saddened when | received her letter of resignation and | shared those
feelings with the Congregation Council at our March meeting. The letter sent to the
congregation with last month's St. John Journal expressed our corporate sorrow and
wished her the best and God's blessing for her future.

In 1969, Elisabeth Kiibler-Ross in her book, “On Death and Dying,” outlined five
discrete stages in the dying and the grief process. Her ideas were groundbreaking and
the book brought mainstream awareness to the sensitivity required for better treatment
of individuals who are dealing with a fatal disease and their loved ones. One problem
that developed with the Kiibler-Ross Model was that people believed that the stages of
grief were like rungs on a ladder or a series of rooms that one must pass through. This
led to a misconception that one could complete a stage and move on. The result was
to see the stages as checkpoints in a progression to a state of non-grief. People
caught up in grief thought that progress was linear, but discovered what we all know-- it
isn't. An individual can make progress and then find themselves back where they
started. One thing is for sure, dealing with grief takes a lot of energy.

| share with folks that dealing with grief is less like climbing steps or moving from one
room to another and more like attempting to stretch a heavy rubber band. It takes a
great deal of energy and effort to stretch the rubber band and to hold it. In the
beginning the task seems impossible. But after some time and repeated attempts to
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stretch “the rubber band” one discovers that it is larger than
when they began and the dealing with living is easier. You

begin to notice small changes in your attitude and feeling and
family and friends comment that you seem to be doing better,
even though at times, you're not sure you are.

Grief can create impediments between family members. Grief
can even take one to the “dark side” and open up doubts about
God and the love that will never let us go. Grief breaks down
relationships and people sometimes say and do things they
later regret, but by then it may be too late.

St. Paul writes, “But we do not want you to be uninformed,
brothers and sisters, about those who have died, so that you
may not grieve as others do who have no hope.” (1
Thessalonians 4.13). The hope of Easter dwells in us. Even as
we walk the way of Christ, we know that we will encounter
loses and situations that will grieve us. Grief is real and to
simply dismiss it is a big mistake. As Christians we are
comforted in the assurance of WHOSE WE ARE - children of
a God that will always be there. A while back the theme of a
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National Youth Gathering pointed to the fact that we were
created for community with the slogan, “| AM because We
ARE because CHRIST IS.” Made to live in community, a
person in grief needs to resist the temptation to isolate
themselves from others. In community, we know we do not live
for ourselves alone so we need to think before we speak or
act. And above all else, we are given the wonderful gift of time
— time to remember — time to rejoice in the Lord — time to
embrace what we have as God's people. The promise of God
that nothing can separate us from his love is certain and sure.
Trusting that promise we can stretch that band of fear, doubt,
anxiety, despair, sadness, and loneliness and move ahead in
love. Thanks be to God!
